In 1956, 60 persons attended a Child Care 
Preschool Institute in Roanoke. A year later, more than 200 persons 
met, adopted a constitution, and selected the name -- Virginia 
Association for Early Childhood Education. Currently, membership is 
over 2,000. 
 
A major step in the professional development of the Association and 
of the membership was achieved in 1969 with VAECE's affiliation 
with the National Association for the Education of Young Children 
(NAEYC). In 1972 VAECE affiliated with the Southern Early 
Childhood Association (SECA).
